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WHAT IS BHAAG AVATHA MAHA PURAANA ?

SREEMAD BHAAGAVATHA MAHAA PURAANA is
the most famous Puraar{enythological compilation) penned by
the Great Indian poet SAGE VEDA VYAASAA. It is one among
the 18 Puraanaas composed by him. Central theme of the
Bhaagavathaviahaapuraana is the story of Lord Shree Hari
Vishnu, who himself incarnated as Lord Krishna. Along with it,
very important events that have taken place in this universe, right
from the period of its creation have been elaborated in a very
scientific and clonological manner, as through 18kandhaas,
335 Chapters and 18,000 Sanskrit verses. It is a buffer stock of
art, music, dance, folklore life, inspiring literature gretrennial
philosophy that has contributed amazingly for moulding up the
lives of billions of humans all over the world. Translated so far in
to more than 10 international languages it has been taught in
several foreign Universities among other texts of Indian origin. It
has also been translated in to all the Indian languages, and is read
by millions of people all over the world as one among the most
sacred books of Hindu religion.

BHAAGAVATHA MAHAAPURAANA was narrated to
Emperor Pareekshith of the Pandava dynastyShge Shuka
Brahmarshi, in the form of one Sapthaaha Yajna (narrating
through 7 days), to save him from the curse of snake bite fell
upon him. That pattern was orally continued as such in the name
SREEMAD BHAAGAVATHA SAPTHAAHA YAJNA, for
several millennian India, and is being observed in all the States
of Bhaarathavarsha (India), as through a schedule of 7 Days. For
reading, both Vyaasaa Bhaagavatha (written in Sanskrit
language), and other Bhaagavatha books, written in Hindi,
Telugu, Malayalam, Kannadetc are widely used in India. In
Kerala, in almost all the temples, SREEMAD BHAAGAVATHA
SAPTHAAHA MAHAAYAJNAAS are conducted, every year.
Such a SAPTHAAHA MAHAAYAJNA is proposed to be
conducted in New York also.

Since the percentage of peopleorcan readily understand
the Vyaasa Bhaagavatha, which has been composed in highly
scholastic Sanskrit language, is very less even in India the
Bhaagavathaas written in State languages are gaining very greai
popularity and acceptability in all the Statefsindia. Even in
Kerala, more than 60% Sapthaahaas are conducted by readinc
Kilippaattu Bhaagavatham, written in Malayaalam by the great

Difference is basically in the language only. So, that Kilippaattu
Bhaagavatha will be read for the proposed Yajna in New York.
After reading various portions, narration of the story, phpbso
etc contained therein in will be made by the YAJNA
AACHAARYA, quoting Vedic hymns, Upanishads, Bhagavad
Gita, Brahma sutra etc.

AACHAARYA of this Yajna will be Shri. MANNADY
HARI, hailing from Thiruvananthapuram, the capicity of
Kerala. He is a Post Graduate in Economics and Sanskrit. After
gaining “SANSKRIT KOVIDAN” degree from the

BHARATIYA VIDYABHAVAN, MUMBAI, he had been
teaching Sanskrit for several years. He is one among the most
reputed Hindu social workers of India, with a very rare
intellectual acumerfor explaining the high scientific aspects
lying hidden in the Vedas, Upanishads and othergreat text books
of Hinduism.

In the
Sapthaaham that was conducted by Shri.Balachandra Panicker, in
Floral Park, NYalso he had been the Yajnaachaarya. He has
visited more than 25 States of the US and has made extensive
lectures on various subjects connected with Hinduism. He is
fluent in 4 Languages Malayalam, Sanskrit, English &Hindi.
He has traveled extensively EBurope, Middle East etc and is
very well known for his brain storming spiritual programs on
various media, all over the world.
